County Tax Assessor-Collector through its Enforcement Division Seeks Overdue Traffic Fines in El Paso County. 

If you owe the County any fines or fees, the El Paso County Tax Assessor-Collector will not renew your annual vehicle registration.  Every year, the Justices of the Peace are averaging over $600,000 in uncollected fines which has build up more than $4.1 million dollars in unpaid fines since the year 2000.

The Texas Transportation Code §502.185 states “. . . the County Tax Assessor-Collector may refuse to register a vehicle if the owner of the vehicle owes the county money for a fine, fee, or tax that is past due.” 

The County Tax Assessor-Collector, through its Enforcement Division and with the cooperation of the County Constables will proceed against those persons with outstanding fines.

“Those individuals who do not pay their outstanding tickets, not only deprive the county of revenue, but cause frustration among law abiding citizens,” said Victor A. Flores, County Tax Assessor-Collector.  “We will step up Enforcement efforts effective September 1, 2003 to collect the outstanding fines or else these individuals will not be able to register their vehicle until those fines or fees are paid in full.”

There is no statute of limitations on fines if a person has made an initial request or appearance before the court – the fines levied in the past are still in effect.

Persons with outstanding fines, fees, or taxes may pay them at the corresponding Justices of the Peace offices or at any of the four (4) County Tax Offices located throughout El Paso County:

All collected monies will be credited to the Justices of the Peace respective accounts, which in turn will be deposited into the County’s general fund.
